Re-establishing a Republican Form & Style of Government
One “County at Large” at a time…
It seems there has been some concern and confusion within the ranks regarding the proper organization and sovereignty issues of a republican form and style of government within the assemblies on their county level and the proper relationship with a national assembly.  Specifically, where does the power come from, what is the process to be followed to restore a republican form and style of government, and what are the capabilities within the separation of powers the people within the counties are willing to accept at their county level.  These concerns and confusions seem very similar to the age old fight within the union of states between the Federalists v. Anti-federalists, Patriots v. Tories, Big government v. Small government, Kings v. Serfs, etc…etc…
However, most of us have never been taught or for that matter ever lived under a republican form of government.  Most of the people only recognize the democracy for that is what they know.

One fact is for certain.  The form and style of our current defacto government(s) is a democracy rather than a republic.  It seems the original intent has been reversed.  Just listen to your politicians and the propaganda of the mainstream media.  We fight supposed wars to spread democracy throughout the world.  Our founders warned us of the dangers and history of a democracy.  Through the experience of history, democracies have always failed and end up in despotism (ie. dictatorship, socialism, fascism, and communism).
The latest concern and confusion seems to be settled for now.  All power has to initiate from the people first on their county at large.  All else follows from the bottom up. This is the best I could conclude from the Central Assembly call last Wednesday, December 16; my less than desirable experience as chair of the National Assembly call last Thursday, December 17; and the information or lack thereof on the National Assembly call that was merged with the Western Assembly call held Monday, December 21st.
At this point in time I believe the current focus is to build an assembly at least on your State and continue to push forward to building your assembly on your specific county at large.

This focus seems to have a twofold purpose.  1)  Convene at least 36 State Assemblies and ultimately 48 State Assemblies to bring forth a National decree.  2)  Convene an Assembly on your County at Large appointing a steward for the position of Judge and a scribe for the Judge so the Assembly can begin to remand cases brought in the defacto democracy’s jurisdiction back to the county at large so these cases can dismissed as frivolous.
Responses, disagreements, clarifications and additions to these opinions of the steward for the office of editor are encouraged and requested.  As we know, this is a work-in-progress for all of us.

government.—That the people of this state have the inherent, sole and exclusive right to regulate the internal government and police thereof, and to alter and abolish their constitution and form of government whenever they may deem it necessary to their safety and happiness, provided such change be not repugnant to the Constitution of the United States.
